T HE INTERDEPENDENCE between the 
publishing field and special libra- 

ries cannot be overestimated. Publish- 
ers confronted with a complexity of 
data often depend on special librarians 
for careful research and authentic docu- 
mentation. In turn, the presses provide 
the special librarian with sources for 
concrete and factual information. A pub- 
lished work of any importance is very 
often the creation, not of a single indi- 
vidual, but the result of a collective in- 
telligence, representing the contribution 
of many minds. The published material 
may take the form of a statistical chart, 
a pamphlet, an index, a catalog, a mag- 
azine, a book or an encyclopedia. The 
discriminating librarian will find in any 
of these suitable materials to serve her 
needs and interests.
