Information on transportation, shipping, distribution and related areas
is required by most SLA members at one time or another.

Special material for publication in SpEciAL LiBraries has been pre-
pared by a representative group from the SLA Transportation Division,
selected by Sara M. Price, chairman of the Transportation Division, and
Grace Reynolds, editor of the Transportation Division Bulletin.

A bird’s-eye view of the wide range of subject interests and the
availability of special material is presented here, together with a brief
review of organization background, history and development.

Library Service in the
Transportation Association of America

HE TRANSPORTATION ASSOCIATION
Tof America was organized in 1935
as a clearing house for all forms of
transport—rail, motor, air, water, freight
forwarder and pipe line — and for users
of transportation and investors in trans-
portation.

The main objectives of the Associa-
tion are to determine and seek the
adoption of sound national policies for
the conduct and regulation of transpor-
tation in the public interest, to develop
a widespread public appreciation of the
importance of transportation, its prob-
lems and its future, and to resist all
measures and trends leading to federal
ownership of any form of transportation.

It is not a trade association, for its
members include individuals, corpora-
tions, and partnerships engaged in agri-
culture, industry, finance, wholesale and
retail trades, as well as in transporta-
tion. It is not concerned with the pro-
motion of one form of transport against
another, but seeks to represent what is
best for the public interest. As such an
organization, it enjoys the active sup-
port and cooperation of national trade
organizations representing all forms of
common carriers.
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The Association is a research and
educational institution and the library
is an important part of the organization.

The library was founded in 1945 as
a part of the Research Division, and re-
ports to the Vice President of Research.
Its main objective is to serve the whole
organization with its nine branch offices,
including the Association’s members,
the National Cooperative Project, the
Board of Directors, and the employees.

In this connection the library checks
all publications, speeches, and state-
ments made by the Association and is
responsible for all statistics included
therein. As a part of the Association’s
educational program, the library serves
the general public and outside organi-
zations, with particular emphasis on
schools and students.

The collection, consisting of approxi-
mately fifteen hundred books, seventy-
five magazines and several thousand
clippings, lays particular emphasis on
the legal, regulatory and financial as-
pects of transportation, with a second-
ary emphasis on general financial con-
ditions for comparative purposes.

Because of the emphasis on trans-
portation regulation, a large part of the



book collection consists of government
documents. When Congress is in session,
the library follows legislation carefully
with the help of the Washington office,
the various government indexing ser-
vices and the Congressional Record,
which is read daily and indexed. The
library manages to have a complete set
of any legislation affecting transporta-
tion, not only for the library files but
for distribution when necessary.

The book collection 1is cataloged
with intensive subject headings. We use
no classification system, but shelve the
material alphabetically by author. The
catalog itself is used almost entirely
by the librarians.

Requests are for specific material
rather than for everything available on
a subject. For this reason, a classifica-
tion system has never been deemed
necessary.

The material is all cataloged in the
library; most of our collection is too
ephemeral for Library of Congress cards.
We add approximately forty items to
the collection each month.

This material is listed in a monthly
accession list distributed to the staff. It
is also listed with annotations in our
weekly house organ. We lend material
to all the branch offices from Washing-
ton to San Francisco. No time limit is
placed on these loans and in many
cases the material is kept on permanent
loan by the branch office with only a
yearly check on its availability.

Orders for all books, services and
periodicals in the Association, no mat-
ter what branch office or individual,
must be cleared through the library.
This facilitates record keeping. We are
free to acquire such material as is neces-
sary, and we do not function on a set
budget.

All the magazines are read in the
library, indexed and marked for clip-
pings. We do not keep any magazine
more than a year except those basic to
transportation, and these magazines are
ordered in duplicate so that the clip-
pings are available also. The library is-
sues a bimonthly index of magazine ar-
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ticles, and can make available at all
times extra copies of magazine articles
or clippings.

Probably the most important section
of the library is the clipping file. Six
daily newspapers and all current trade
periodicals are checked for current
transportation news.

These clippings form the basis of
W hat's Happening in Transportation, a
news summary issued twice a month by
the library. This news summary is cir-
culated to all our members, professors
of transportation and any other inter-
ested groups. As its title implies it con-
sists of brief transportation items culled
from current sources and assembled in
one place.

The library issues also a restricted
news summary which circulates only to
members of our staff. This too is issued
twice a month.

Obviously the clipping files are our
most important sources of information.
The clippings are kept by date in sub-
ject files and are weeded frequently.

In the same files with the clippings
we keep our booklets and ephemeral
material, in order that it may be readily
available. None of this material is cat-
aloged, although our subject headings
for files are made as synonymous with
the catalog subject headings as is possible.

The library receives all types of re-
quests from the most complex to the
most elementary. We cooperate with
colleges, universities and elementary
schools by distributing to the students
general material on transportation.

On the other hand, from our staff,
our members, and cooperating trade as-
sociations, we receive requests for in-
formation which are highly involved
and may often require interpretation of
material as well. Consequently, we keep
research files with the answers to such
questions, in case, as often happens, the
request reappears. We are fortunate
that our cooperating trade associations
have in most cases excellent libraries
and this makes exchange of information
very easy.
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
