Right now there are
libraries in California, Virginia,
North Carolina, Nevada, Texas and
Florida who are cooperating to use one
Data Bank for the purpose of cataloging

. production of book catalogs . . . and
computer by-products such as pockets,
cards and spine labels. Each week in
each library a list of L.C. card numbers
of recently ordered titles are sent to
Science Press, Ephrata, Pennsylvania for
retrieval from a master Data Bank of
200,000 MARC titles. Input by the libraries
is in the form of typed O.C.R. sheets or
punched paper tapes.

Sep-
arate books are printed and bound for
each library.

Australian Maps

I am disappointed at the sparse coverage
given to New Zealand map collections in Mar-
garet U. Ross’s article Map collections in
India, Australia and New Zealand: An
Overview, in Special Libraries 66 (no. 1): 32-36
(Jan 1975). I realise that the writer was limited
by time and therefore did not visit all the
collections listed in Appendix B.

The two most important collections in New
Zealand are not even listed: the map collection
of the National Library of New Zealand and
that of the National Archives of New Zealand.
Both are national collections which reflect the
nation’s mapping history since its discovery to
the present day. The collections are primarily
historical and are national collections which
complement each other. The writer has also
overlooked the Hocken Library, Dunedin with
its important collections covering the former
provinces of Otago and Southland.

A further large collection of manuscript
survey plans and maps are kept in the Dept. of
Land & Survey’s branch offices throughout the
country. This collection contains a vast amount
of historical material.

I hope that any map specialists visiting New
Zealand in the future will keep these collec-
tions in mind.

The View from Another Angle

1 should like to make a few comments about
Salvador Waller’s article [Libraries, Mana-
gers, and People. Special Libraries 66 (no.
9):411-415 (Sep 1975)].

When management is written about there
always seems to be the assumption or im-
plication (even by Mr. Waller) that functions
of management, if recognized, are being
performed and, consequently, are being done
well. This is scarcely the case. However,
Waller’s definition of the system of organiza-
tion is succinct, basic, perhaps classic, and is
the reality in most organizations, especially
large ones, despite claims of “innovative” or
“participative’’ management.

A real difficulty in writing about library
management is in the attempt to make it all
encompassing; to fail to recognize adminis-
tration as a different part of management; to
pretend that all managers are administrators
and all administrators are managers. This is
seldom true.

The differences between managers in li-
braries and library administrators (managers
of libraries) are of a magnitude sufficient to in-
validate many of Waller’s conclusions. Mana-
gers in libraries may display “anxiety” syn-
dromes, but the same actions by library
administrators are most likely to be “in-
solence™ or “‘arrogance” syndromes. “It is so
because I say it is so and I am the Director of
Library Services” is a panacea commonly
offered to subordinates as an explanation
whenever the library administration exhibits
one or more of Waller’s fifteen warning signs.
This type of administrative behavior is, I think,
inherent in the scheme of the system of organi-
zation presented by Waller and any con-
sideration of library management must
differentiate between managers in libraries and
managers of libraries.

“Anxiety” syndromes can be controlled and
tolerated by a considerate and concerned li-
brary administration. If the fault is in in-
competent or arrogant library administrators,
the management profile is poor throughout the
organization. And it is seldom due to anxiety,
but to administrative insolence habituated in
bureaucracy.
